June 1, 2025 Ascension of the Lord

“I am the Alpha and the Omega, the first and the last,
the beginning and the end.” - Revelations 22:13

This familiar passage reminds us that God is in everything — every moment, every day. Thus, we should put
God first in all we do — all day, every day. It is not enough to put God first just in Mass or parish activities or
even in your home; God must be first in work, school, recreation and in your community and the world. Think
about where God is missing in your daily life and pray for guidance on how to make Him first in areas of your
life where He might be missing.

June 8, 2025 Pentecost

“I have told you this while | am with you. The Advocate, the Holy Spirit
that the Father will send in my name — he will teach you everything
and remind you of all that | taught you.” — John 14: 25-26

God the Father not only sent His son Jesus to teach and save, He also sent the Holy Spirit. The original
disciples had Jesus to teach them directly and then the Holy Spirit. Although we don’t have the physical body
of Jesus to guide us today, we have the Holy Spirit. Are you listening to the Spirit?

June 15, 2025 Most Holy Trinity

“But when he comes, the Spirit of truth,
he will guide you to all truth.” — John 16:13

Do you listen to what God is saying to you? Do you listen when you pray or do you do most of the “talking?”
The Lord will reveal how He is calling you and how you can serve His kingdom on Earth, but you need to be
open to, and listening for, His messages.

June 22, 2025 The Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ (Corpus Christi)

“They all ate and were satisfied. And when the leftover fragments were picked up, they filled
twelve wicker baskets.” — Luke 9:17

The transformation of the loaves and fish illustrates that even the smallest gifts can reap large results — if God
is involved. You never know how much even small gifts — financial or of your time or expertise — will impact and
“feed” others.

June 29, 2025 Solemnity of Saints Peter and Paul, Apostles

“I have competed well. | have finished the race.
I have kept the faith.” — 2 Timothy 4:7

us to be faithful and to use our own gifts and strengths to serve Him and His kingdom on Earth.
